Requirements: 

What kinds of books do I have to read? The books should address issues of identity (the main character goes through some personality change or is forced to question his/her beliefs and values).  Many books will meet this criteria. 
How hard do the books have to be? Choose books to read that are an appropriate challenge for you. 

What do I do when I’m done reading a book? Send a review to Mr. A via email for each book you read. (alschula@arps.org)  Make sure to use the book review format provided at my website.  Please save the review in a format that is compatible with Word 2000 (older version).
How much do I have to read? The expectation is that you will read an average of ½ hour each day.  For most of you that will mean you will read at least 2 books in the next 5 weeks.  You need to check-in with me in first 2 weeks if you are not going to be able to read at least 2 books.  Many of you will read more than 2 books.
What do I have to do for my presentation? Prepare a 5 minute presentation.  In that presentation you will give a synopsis and review of each of the books and present an original and creative piece of writing related to or inspired by the books and the topic of identity.  The work can be an essay, a story, 2 poems, an article, a letter or a speech. (If you have another idea check with me.)
Presentation Dates:  Beginning in mid-February, each class will begin with one of these presentations.  You will be assigned a day to present.
