I assign homework for several reasons.
1.  To complete work started in class to keep the pace of class moving (finish graphing data, reflecting on the day’s lesson, etc…)
2.  To help you study (practice vocabulary, locating organs in the body, remembering the functions of organelles in a cell, etc…)
3.  To get you thinking about a new topic (What do you know about heredity, what do you want to know about heredity, etc…)
For these reasons, it important for you to come to class everyday with your homework completed to the best of your ability.  You can expect to have science homework 1-3 times per week and it will usually take from 10-30 minutes to complete.

Late Homework
1. All homework must be complete by the beginning of class on the day it is due.

2. If homework is not complete on time, the assignment must be completed and turned in by 3:30 the next school day for reduced credit.
