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1. Bullying:


A conscious, willful and deliberate hostile activity, intended to harm. Bullying can be physical, verbal, and psychological.

2. Bystander:

 An individual who aids and supports the bully through acts of omission. They may stand idly by, or look away, or they can actively encourage the bully or join in.

3. Ally:

A person who works with and acts in support of the targeted person or group.

4. Empathy: 

The ability to share another’s emotions or feelings. “Put yourself in someone else’s shoes.”

5. Snitching vs. Telling: 

“Snitching” involves the intent of getting someone in trouble. Telling is the responsibility of informing someone when someone’s emotional and/or physical safety is at risk.
