COST: $30.00 PER STUDENT: This fee covers the cost of the bus and use of all of the facilities at Six Flags including the water park, if open.  Students with a season pass will be charged $6.00 for transportation costs.

This fee does not cover lunch and snacks. Your child will, therefore, need to bring a bag lunch or money to buy food at the park.  The school will provide bag lunches for all students who are on the free or reduced lunch plan.

IMPORTANT NOTES: 
1) We want students to participate regardless of their financial ability. We will have scholarships available for those who are currently receiving free or reduced lunch. 

2) Although we hope and expect that every student will participate in this special event, a student’s behavior in the school setting will determine whether or not he/she will be allowed to go on the trip.  Any student who demonstrates difficulty following adult direction or acts in ways which are unsafe to themselves or others may be excluded from the trip or may need to be chaperoned by a parent/guardian.  Decisions regarding participation on the trip will be made by administrators in consultation with teachers. 
3) Things to bring:  Each student should have a small backpack that contains:  
· Swimming suit and towel (cut-offs or jeans with zippers are not allowed on water park rides.)
· Water bottle
· Sunscreen and baseball cap/hat. Protection against the sun is VERY IMPORTANT!!! Students without sun protection can get severely sunburned.  
· Athletic shoes or sneakers; (some rides are off limits to students with sandals)
· Light weight sweatshirt/jacket/rain gear. (Please Dress APPROPRIATELY.)
· Bag lunch, snacks, and beverage or money for food. Since food cannot be brought into the park, bag lunches will be collected by team teachers and handed out by team teachers at a designated lunch time outside the gate.
