All aboard for a Team Indigo field trip to Boston—where the protests and battles which sparked the American Revolution really happened!  On Tuesday, May 26, Team Indigo students will be traveling to Boston for these exciting events:

· The IMAX film Lewis & Clark (at the Museum of Science) 

Through the lens of the Imax camera, viewers experience the challenges faced by these intrepid explorers as they ventured off into the unknown, and consider this expedition from the perspective of the native peoples whose world would be irrevocably transformed by interactions with the U.S. government and society.
· Duckboat Tour of Historic Boston

As students tour the neighborhoods of this most revolutionary of 18th century cities, professional tour guides provide a rich narrative of the events which played pivotal roles in America’s quest for Independence.  
For this trip our students should: 

· Bring a sweatshirt or windbreaker according to the weather.
· Arrange to be picked up at ARMS at 5:15 p.m.
Due to students’ fundraising efforts, the majority of the costs for this trip are covered by team funds.  We are asking each student to pay $15 to pay for the remainder of our costs.  Together, these funds cover the cost of buses, admission to the IMAX movie, and tickets for the Duckboat tour.  If you would like to donate additional money to defray the costs for other students, we would be appreciative. There will be scholarships available for those who cannot afford this cost.
