Awarding of Accelerated Placement

Placement will only be awarded if all of the following criteria are met by their respective deadlines.

1.
Student must have met all of the above criteria by May 1.

2.
Student must pass, with an 85%, a placement exam in the course he/she wishes to study independently.  The placement exam must be taken on one of the two scheduled exam dates, which occur before the start of school.  There are no exceptions to this deadline.  

3. Student must submit a work portfolio (in required format) on the date of the placement exam – there are no exceptions to this deadline.  The portfolio should include ALL independent work completed, and needs to include a Table of Contents and a cover page for each “Unit” in the curriculum map with a summary (1-2 paragraphs) of the main concepts from the unit.  

4. Parent/guardian must sign a letter of permissions stating that the student has not taken the recommended pre-requisite course at ARHS.

Placement test dates – no other dates will be scheduled.

At this time, dates are to be determined.  Students will be offered two choices of two dates during a one-week window of time.  The placement test must be completed no later than 5 full days before the start of school.

You must email the Math Department head by the close of school in order to schedule your placement test date.
