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In order to start the year out right, here is a list of school supplies we’d like you to have by Tuesday, September 7th.  
These supplies are required. 

· We will provide you with a pocket folder on the first day.
You will need to provide these items. If you have any difficulty locating or purchasing these materials, please let your Advisor know on the first day.

· Four 1 inch 3 ring binders. We recommend 4 different colors, one for each team class, to help you stay organized, 
· Dividers – 20 should be enough.
· Loose leaf paper (one 20 sheet package in the binder to start is OK; you can keep the rest at home!)

· Pencils and pens (buy a bunch of pencils for your locker and then replenish them throughout the year)

· 100 page spiral notebooks (8½ x11) without perforated (tear out) pages. Mr Price will have some you can buy in class, if you can't find one without perforations

· Colored pencils 

· A ruler

· Erasers

· A highlighter

· A pencil case or  binder pouch to hold pens and pencils
