Using pictures can really liven up an assignment, a story, or bring student work to life.
Here are a few opportunities where you might use pictures.

Record what students have done for reflection, metacognition, motivation, etc.
Science experiments, student projects, field trips, butterflies hatching, students playing math game,
drama productions, student artwork, bulletin boards, let students write about the pictures

Take plcture of each student. Let each child insert his/her picture into documents created on

computer — stories, essays, about the author pages, reports, PowerPoint projects

Create books for students to read which include images of them, daily activities and
routines. These books promote language development as students talk about what they see and
read.

Diagrams of objects. Sometimes you might want to include a diagram to illustrate the concept that is
written for students with limited English, or to reinforce the image for all kids.

lllustrate steps in complicated directions.

Photograph student work, artwork, etc. — drop into PowerPoint and run as a continuous, looping
show during Open House

Relive a field trip or other class event — make pictures in a book or drop pictures into PowerPoint
and let kids view over and over on the computer

Post pictures to school website so parents and others can view from home (virtual
fieldtrip) — remember we must have parent permission to post a child’s picture on the Internet

Places to get pictures:

The Web: Google has a great “Image” search tool that looks specifically for the pictures you want.
Digital Photos: Take pictures of the kids themselves or exactly what you are working on.

Scanned in Photos or other Pictures: (could be student work, could be from a book—as Iong as
it's cited for legal reasons).
